If you are renting in an unincorporated area of Riverside
County and your landlord is unwilling to address

habitability issues, you have the option to request an
inspection from Riverside County Code Enforcement.

Habitability issues may include:

If any violations are discovered, your landlord
could face citations, be obligated to carry out
repairs, and possibly incur fines.

Cockroach or other pest infestations
Broken windows or doors

Clogged drains
Leaking plumbing

Other health or safety code violations
